


MINUTES OF THE PROCEEDINGS OF THE CITY COUNCIL
OF THE CITY OF FOSSTON, POLK COUNTY MINNESOTA
AUGUST 14, 2017

The regular meeting of the Council of the City of Fosston, Polk County Minnesota was held in council chambers on Monday, August 14, 2017 at 7:00 p.m.

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Offerdahl with the following members present: Veum, and Hoialmen,  and Dufault. Also present was: Charles Lucken, Cassie Heide, Keith Kinnen, Lee Cariveau, Karen Graham, Casey Holland, Leah Hemmingsen, Meghan Palubicki, Zach Folkert, and Scott Bixby.

Motion was made by Veum seconded by Dufault to approve the agenda with the following modifications:
· Consider adoption of RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING EXECUTION OF MINNESOTA DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION MAINTENANCE AND OPERATION GRANT CONTRACT.
· Discuss Palubicki’s request for reimbursement of construction of alleys.

Motion was made by Veum seconded by Dufault to approve Consent Agenda items A. and B. Motion carried by unanimous vote.

A) To approve the minutes of the regular meeting held July 10, 2017.
B) To approve Accounts Payable Bill Listing #17-08 in the amount of $90,119.43 and AP Bill Listing #1708A in the amount of $1,326,430.01.

COMMITTEES/BOARDS/COMMISSION:
Law Enforcement: Zach Folkert and Scott Bixby were here to discuss matters pertaining to their department
· July was a busy month with a couple of cases that were solved right away, and three major felony cases that were solved this month.
· There was an incident which resulted in the SWAT team being dispatched to a business in Fosston. Law Enforcement was able to end the conflict peacefully.
Street: 
· A photo of a residential driveway apron was submitted to City Administrator earlier by Dan Gutterud. The picture shows a collapsed driveway apron. Gutterud is requesting the city to replace the apron on the premise that he requested an apron on the Mary Ave side of his property during construction on Mary Ave a couple of years ago, and did not receive the apron. Offerdahl inquired whether there is other curb and gutter work to be done this season. Lucken reported that Cone Construction will be here doing some curb and gutter work next week. The driveway apron that is being requested to be replaced is entirely on the property of Gutteruds. Dufault would like to see a standard size apron put in, in replace of the larger apron that is there. A motion was made by Dufault, seconded by Hoialmen to remove and replace the apron at the Gutterud property and make it standard size. The motion carried by unanimous vote.
Civic Center/Park & Recreation:
Karen Graham was present to discuss matters pertaining to her departments
· Rec and swimming programs have reached completion for the summer. There were more than 600 kids in the pool during the summer swimming programs.
· Summer recreation staff will not be on staff beginning next week. Graham will have Roragen take care of the mowing, trimming and cleaning that the summer rec staff was previously taking care of.
· Benches for the warming house have been ordered.
· Security for the warming house building exterior is ready to go. Graham requested security inside the warming room. Council agreed to get security inside as well.
· Softball league is finishing up a successful season this week with nine teams having participated this season.
Dick Roue was present to present a request to council. As a member of Rotary Club of Fosston, the club is in the early stages of planning to request grant funding for the construction of a pickelball court. The two locations in which the Rotary has considered construction is to the east of the horseshoe area at Rotary park within the softball complex, and inside of the hockey rink. Consensus of present council members was that any addition to our softball complex/FIT trail area would be a great addition and would allow the Rotary to go ahead with seeking a grant to plan for construction of a pickleball court east of the horseshoe area.
Star Committee: 
· Heide reported that the Mini Carnival and Crazy Days were successful. The carnival had over 200 children in attendance and businesses were busy during Crazy Days. 
Planning for upcoming events continues.

Council considered approving Partial Payment Estimate No. 2 in the amount of $65,174.75 from Hagen Construction and Trucking for the 2017 Street & Utility Improvement Project. Cariveau reported that this pay estimate does not include the water main or sanitary sewer north of highway 2. A motion was made by Hoialmen, seconded by Veum to approve Partial Payment Estimate No. 2 in the amount of $65,174.75 from Hagen Construction and Trucking for the 2017 Street & Utility Improvement Project.
Council considered approval of Change Order No. 1 from Hagen Construction and Trucking for the 2017 Street and Utility Improvement Project. 
Cariveau explained that this change order is for a deduct of $11,620 for leaving the second overlay for a freeze thaw per the request of this council last meeting. Dufualt inquired what the second paragraph of the change order that notes: Strike concrete curb and gutter from article 4. Cariveau explained that the subcontractor is unable to install curb and gutter until approximately August 21st, therefore, this is just a change in timeline on the project, not a financial change. Offerdahl does not see it proper to have this in a change order.
Council discussed the benefit of waiting for a freeze thaw for an overlay and the benefit of just completing the project this season. It was the consensus of this council to complete the project this year. A motion was made by Hoailmen, seconded by Dufault to deny Change Order No.1. Motion carried by unanimous vote.
Council considered approval of Partial Pay Request No. 3 in the amount of $20,907 from Hagen Construction and Trucking for the Fosston Sports Complex Project. 
Kinnen reported that this pay request is for end of July work and the contractor is beyond this amount in work. A motion was made by Hoialmen, seconded by Veum to approve Partial Pay Request No. 3 in the amount of $20,907 from Hagen Construction and Trucking for the Fosston Sports Complex Project. 

Council discussed the settlement offer for defective concrete on the 2015 First Alley & Mary Ave Project from Hagen Construction, and discussion regarding defective concrete on the 2014 Downtown Improvement Project by Gordon Construction.
Council agreed that the concrete behind City Hall, Sheriff’s Department and CarCo Tire One should be removed and replaced to satisfy the City of Fosston Council. A motion was made by Veum, seconded by Dufault to respond with removal and replacement of all concrete behind City Hall, Sheriff’s Department and CarCo Tire One. Motion carried by unanimous vote.
Council discussed litigation against Gordon Construction for the defective concrete on the 2014 Downtown Improvement Project. A motion was made by Dufault, seconded by Hoialmen to authorize City Attorney, Stephen Larson to serve a complaint at the appropriate legal time against Gordon Construction and Lakes Concrete for the defective concrete on the 2014 Downtown Improvement Project.
Council considered appointing members to Arts & Heritage Commission. A list of members was furnished to each council member. A motion was made by Dufault, seconded by Hoialmen to approve appointment of members to arts and heritage commission. Motion carried by unanimous vote.
Council discussed a request from Warren Affeldt to purchase 78 acres adjacent to wastewater treatment ponds from the City. Affeldt sees that the city has not done anything with this land and would like to purchase it back. 
Council discussed at length the benefits of keeping this land, outline-----------------------------------------

Council considered the approval of Fireworks Display Contract with Flashing Thunder Fireworks for the 2018 All School Reunion. This is something the city has supported for the last several reunions. A motion was made by Hoialmen, seconded by Dufault to approve the contract with Flashing Thunder Fireworks for a fireworks display during the All School Reunion on July 6th, 2018. Motion carried by unanimous vote.

Council considered a request from Casey Holland, Vaaler Insurance, to provide a proposal for services as the City’s insurance agent for property, casualty, auto and workers’ compensation coverage. Lucken reported that the proper way to handle the request would be to send out a request for proposals to all local licensed insurance agents.  A motion was made by Hoailmen, seconded by Veum to send a Request for Proposals for Insurance Agent of Record Services. Motion carried by unanimous vote.

Council considered a request for reimbursement of alley construction on the alleys east and west of the new Palubickis Family Market by Palubickis. 
Cariveau reported that he has reviewed the request and only questions the 562 square feet that is for the opening on the highway 2 side and for the storm sewer on the west alley. Offerdahl inquired whether the city would have upgraded the storm sewer while upgrading the alley. Cariveau replied that the probability of upgrading that storm sewer during an alley construction is extremely high. 
The alleys and storm sewer are city owned and the original estimate to replace the east and west alley was $75,000 per alley for a total cost of $150,000. The total cost being requested as a reimbursement is $123,803.00.
Lucken reminded the council that if this is reimbursed, by federal law, we need to assess the property owners 20% as the money for this project was bond funds.
Dufault made a request of the council and the City of Fosston to find other options to pay the 20%, as Hemmingsen says she was unaware of the need for a 20% assessment until recently and not at the beginning of the project. She claims the city said they would pay 100% of the project cost.
Offerdahl would like the 80% paid as soon as possible while Lucken researches the other 20% of the project costs reimbursement. 
A motion was made by Hoialmen to approve payment of 80% of the $123,803.00 total project cost. Motion carried by unanimous vote.

There being no further business to come before the council, motion was made by Hoialmen, seconded by Dufault to adjourn. Motion carried by unanimous vote.
