MINUTES OF THE PROCEEDINGS OF THE CITY COUNCIL
OF THE CITY OF FOSSTON, POLK COUNTY MINNESOTA
FEBRUARY 13, 2017

The regular meeting of the Council of the City of Fosston, Polk County Minnesota was held in council chambers on Monday, February 13, 2017 at 7:00 p.m.

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Offerdahl with the following members present:  Veum, Dufault, Hoialmen and Anderson.  Also present was:  Chuck Lucken, Laurel Skala, Karen Graham, Dave Larson, Keith Kinnen of Karvakko, Lee Cariveau of WSN, Ed Lavelle, Deputies Folkert and Bixby.

Motion was made by Hoialmen seconded by Anderson to approve the agenda with no modifications.  Motion carried by unanimous vote.

Motion was made by Veum seconded by Anderson to approve Consent Agenda items A and B.  Motion carried by unanimous vote:
A)  To approve the minutes of the regular meeting held January 9, 2017 as per copies furnished each member.
B) To approve Accounts Payable Bill Listing #17-02 in the amount of $119,291.33 and AP Bill Listing #17-02A in the amount of $687,315.60

COMMITTEES/BOARDS/COMMISSION:

Law Enforcement:  Polk County Deputies Folkert and Bixby were present to discuss law enforcement matters:
· The month of January there were some felony thefts, DUI arrests, safe schools.  
· Some cases were solved and arrests were made.
· Deputies are doing more traffic directed patrol.
· We have some young, aggressive deputies working the area now.

Streets/Sanitation/Utilities:  Dave Larson was present to discuss matters pertaining to his departments:
· Snow plowing continues and equipment has been working well this winter.
· We will be looking for another plow truck.  Veum stressed that we cannot wait until the equipment is shot.  
· There was an underground fault on the electrical last week in the alley just west of Carco.  This electrical fault also caused a gas leak.  The repairs were made but they did have to dig into the new retaining wall.  
· The IPF is working well.
· Minkota is working on blink mitigation and are putting lightning arresters on the lines.

Civic Center/Parks & Recreation:  Karen Graham was present to discuss matters pertaining to her department:
· She presented a wage proposal for the Pool and Recreation staff.  She compared what Fosston pays compared to other communities with pools.  She proposes giving the staff an increase as they have assumed more responsibility and also have to keep up their certifications.  Our pool serves six other communities and Graham has built in a 3% increase in what she charges these communities and feels that this increase will cover the staff increases.  Motion was made by Anderson seconded by Veum to approve the increases effective immediately.  Motion carried by unanimous vote.
· Graham has been looking for a different zamboni.

Airport:  Lucken reported on airport matters.
· Karvakko is working on the Fosston Airport Apron Rehabilitation Project.  As Lucken explained, we are looking at repaving/reconstructing the main apron area.  Some elevations are bad so areas don’t drain well.  A drawing was reviewed of the preliminary plan and the total project cost is $286,205.  Our cost of this project would be about $38,000 as FAA covers 90%; 5% is state and 5% is local.  We could do an internal loan for our portion and the work is planned for 2017.  Motion was made by Anderson seconded by Veum to authorize Karvakko to proceed with the design process.  Motion carried by unanimous vote.
· All hangar owners have been put on notice to maintain/rehab their hangars.  Hangar rents will be reviewed as well.

Motion was made by Anderson seconded by Hoialmen to approve Liquor License Applications.  Motion carried by unanimous vote.

Motion was made by Anderson seconded by Dufault to approve the Application for Transient Merchant License for Greg Parenteau.  Motion carried by unanimous vote.

Motion was made by Veum seconded by Hoialmen to approve the Animal Boarding Agreement between the City of Fosston and Mike Halland for 2017-2018.  Motion carried by unanimous vote.

Motion was made by Dufault seconded by Anderson to approve the Applications for Exempt Permit as follows:  Motion carried by unanimous vote.
A.  Fosston Area Sportsman’s Club – Club Trap Range fundraiser June 3, 2017.
B. Prairie Toms Chapter NWTF – Sportsman’s Banquet at Ventures March 30, 2017.

Lee Cariveau was present to discuss the 2017 Street & Utility Improvement Project plans.  The project includes Mark Avenue South between Second Street SW and First Street West (Highway #2) and Mark Avenue North between Second Street NW and Third Street NW.  There is a contingency in the plans in case we run into any contaminated soil on South Mark by the old Cenex station.  Cariveau also had in the plans to pave 50’ in the alley behind Denny Lene’s but after discussion, that will be taken out of the plans.  
The amendment to Contract for Engineering Services for the 2016 Street and Utility Improvements was reviewed.  The fee they had in the contract was based on as-bid costs.  Because there were scope change items, the project related costs that WSN incurred were more.  They request an additional $8,000 to cover the additional work.  Motion was made by Dufault seconded by Hoialmen to approve the additional $8,000.  Motion carried by unanimous vote.

Motion was made by Dufault seconded by Hoialmen to approve the Agreement with Widseth Smith Nolting for Engineer Services for 2017.  Motion carried by unanimous vote.

Member Dufault introduced the following resolution and moved its adoption:

RESOLUTION APPROVING PLANS
AND SPECIFICATIONS FOR THE 2017 STREET AND 
UTILITY IMPROVEMENT PROJECT AND ORDERING
ADVERTISEMENT FOR BIDS
RESOLUTION NO. 17-08

WHEREAS, pursuant to resolution passed by the council adopted January 9, 2017, the city engineer, Widseth Smith Nolting, has prepared plans and specifications for the improvement of the following streets and avenues and has presented such plans and specifications to the council for approval:

	Mark Ave. South between Second Street SW and First Street W. (Hwy #2)
Mark Ave. North between Second Street NW and Third Street NW.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF FOSSTON, MINNESOTA:

1.	Such plans and specifications, a copy of which is attached and made a part hereof, are hereby approved.

2.	The City Administrator shall prepare and cause to be inserted in the official paper and in the Construction Bulletin an advertisement for bids upon the making of such improvement under such approved plans and specifications.  The advertisement shall be published for three weeks, shall specify the work to be done, shall state that bids will be received by the City Administrator until 3:00 p.m. on March 13, 2017 at which time they will be publicly opened in the council chambers of the city hall by the city administrator and engineer, will then be tabulated, and will be considered by the council at 7:00 p.m. on March 13, 2017 in the council chambers of the city hall.  Any bidder whose responsibility is questioned during consideration of the bid will be given an opportunity to address the council on the issue of responsibility.  No bids will be considered unless sealed and filed with the City Administrator and accompanied by a cash deposit, cashier’s check, bid bond or certified check payable to the City of Fosston for 5% of the amount of the bid. 

The motion for the adoption of the foregoing resolution was duly seconded by member Hoialmen and upon vote being taken thereon the following voted in favor thereof:  Dufault, Hoialmen, Veum, Anderson and Offerdahl

and the following voted against same:  None

Whereupon said resolution was declared passed and adopted this 13th day of February, 2017.

The 50’ of asphalt in the Lene alley will be removed from the plans.

Keith Kinnen of Karvakko was present to discuss warming house bids.  As he explained, as the first round of bids came in so high they got a third party estimator.  This round of bids the low was $329,700 and the engineer’s estimate was $275,000.  We are not sure why the bids are coming in so high.  This is an 1800 square foot building with about half of it being garage.  We have $90,000 in grant dollars for this project.  Kinnen thinks if we can get the low bid down to $310,000 then we should award it and work with the builder.  Mayor Offerdahl suggested tabling this.  We could meet back in a week to discuss this further.  After further lengthy discussion, motion was made by Anderson seconded by Dufault to have a special meeting to address these cost issues.  Motion carried by unanimous vote.

There being no further business to come before the council, motion was made by Anderson seconded by Hoialmen to adjourn.  Motion carried by unanimous vote.
