


MINUTES OF THE PROCEEDINGS OF THE CITY COUNCIL
OF THE CITY OF FOSSTON, POLK COUNTY MINNESOTA
JULY 10, 2017

The regular meeting of the Council of the City of Fosston, Polk County Minnesota was held in council chambers on Monday, July 10, 2017 at 7:00 p.m.

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Offerdahl with the following members present: Veum, and Hoialmen, Dufault and Anderson Also present was: Charles Lucken, Cassie Heide, Dave Larson, Keith Kinnen, Lee Cariveau, Kevin Ricke, Bonnie Stewart, Karen Graham, Zach Folkert, and Scott Bixby.

Motion was made by Veum seconded by Anderson to approve the agenda with no modifications. Motion carried by unanimous vote.

Motion was made by Hoialmen seconded by Dufault to approve Consent Agenda items A. and B. Motion carried by unanimous vote.

A) To approve the minutes of the regular meeting held June 12, 2017.
B) To approve Accounts Payable Bill Listing #17-07 in the amount of $78,172.00 and AP Bill Listing #1707A in the amount of $661,437.24

COMMITTEES/BOARDS/COMMISSION:
Law Enforcement: Zach Folkert and Scott Bixby were here to discuss matters pertaining to their department
· The summer has been busy with traffic stops and other citations. 
· No major incidents this month. 4th of July was accident free
· Drug task force is continuing to work to capture suspects and persons involved in drug activity.

Streets/Sanitation/Utilities: Dave Larson reported on matters pertaining to his departments:
· Crews have been street sweeping, mowing, painting hydrants along highway 2, and will work on getting traffic sign posts painted, as well as street light poles sandblasted and touched up.
· There have been more gas install requests coming in. Crews will do one this week. 
· MDV shut down on July 26th. They will take care of some cover seal work at the IPF as well as other maintenance issues during this time.
· Lagoon dumping went ok this Spring.
· MN Department of Health was here last month and did inspection on our water plant. We received good report with no deficiencies
· Minnkota will need to do a minimum four hour city wide outage to complete the blink mitigation south of town. They will work with us on a time that will pose the least amount of hardship on our community. Dave is proposing an early Sunday morning outage. Our crews will take this time to do maintenance on our lines as well.
· Crews are working with Polk County Incinerator on their new project and sizing and pricing of a new transformer.
· Offerdahl reported that he has received concern for the need for stop signs at the intersection of 3rd St. NW and Larson Ave N. Council discussed this issue and this council asked Larson to have a 4 way stop put in at the intersection of 3rd St. NW and Larson Ave North. 
Civic Center/Parks & Recreation – Karen Graham was present to discuss matters pertaining to her departments.
· There are two more weeks of summer rec left. Watermelon night and cadets classic will close out the season.
· There is a bid from Swede Bros for new tiling for the pool deck. Council reviewed the bid. Offerdahl would like to give Swede the notice that we will be moving forward with this project.
· The Civic Center/Softball Complex lease with the Fosston Independent school district was discussed. The school board does not want to see another increase. Veum believes the increase is necessary, especially with the high costs of re-tiling the pool will be coming in the 2018 year. Offerdahl thinks that council should freeze the lease amount for the coming school fiscal year and a committee should be formed to evaluate the necessary costs.  A motion was made by Dufault, seconded by Hoialmen to freeze the 2017-2018 Civic Center/Softball Complex lease with the Fosston Independent School District. Motion carried by unanimous vote.
Airport 
· Lucken is still waiting for a bid from Lee Peterson for the painting of the hangars. He will look for another bid. 
Star Committee – Cassie Heide was present to discuss Star Committee matters
· Coming Events such as Crazy Days and the Mini Carnival are being planned along with other annual community events.
Member Anderson introduced the following resolution and moved its adoption:

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF FOSSTON, MINNESOTA
1. The Mayor and City Administrator are hereby authorized to enter into an agreement with Davidson Construction & Ready Mix, Inc., in the name of the City of Fosston for the 2017 Airport Apron & Taxilane Rehabilitation Project, Bid, in the amount of $261,111.25.  Final award of the contract is contingent upon the final approval of the Federal Aviation Administration grant and the State of Minnesota, Department of Aeronautics grant.
2. The City Administrator is hereby authorized and directed to return forthwith to all bidders the deposits made with their bids, except that the deposits of the successful bidder and the next lowest bidder shall be retained until a contract has been signed.

Charles Lucken, City Administrator
Council considered approval of Partial Pay Estimate No. 1 in the amount of $42,537.33 from Hagen Construction and Trucking for the 2017 Street & Utility Improvement Project. Cariveau reported that the project is slow and steady. There was some contaminated soil found that was tested and found to be under the limits of needing any further action taken. There are a couple different compaction companies coming in to test for compaction. Cariveau reported that we can leave the top 1 ½ inch off for completion in a future street project, but would only recommend doing this on the south side of Mark Ave and not the north side. Offerdahl inquired on the cost difference to do this and Cariveau reported a small difference. Council instructed Cariveau to tell the contractor to leave the top 1 ½ inch off for future paving.  Larson reported that the water main is tied in at highway 2 and stubbed underneath the railroad tracks. A motion was made by Anderson, seconded by Dufault to approve partial payment estimate No. 1 in the amount of $42,537.33 from Hagen Construction and Trucking for the 2017 street & utility improvement project. Motion carried by unanimous vote.
Council considered approving Partial Pay Request No. 2 in the amount of $69,754.50 from Hagen Construction and Trucking for the Fosston Sports Complex Project. Kinnen reported that he sent a letter to Hagen Construction and Trucking informing that contractually the initial deadline was not met. The project is still moving towards completion. A motion was made by Anderson, seconded by Veum to approve the partial pay request no. 2 in the amount of $69,754.50 from Hagen Construction and Trucking for the Fosston Sports Complex Project. Motion carried by unanimous vote.
Council considered approving a Municipal Lease-Purchase proposal for financing purchase of City equipment. Lucken reported that this is a lease for the snow plow truck, two utility service trucks and the park and rec pickup. The Snow plow truck is estimated to be delivered in November. The lease would begin at that time. A motion was made by Anderson, seconded by Veum to accept proposal from Choice Financial a municipal lease-purchase for financing purchase of city equipment. Motion carried by unanimous vote.
Council considered the adoption of and Ordinance Establishing an Arts and Culture Commission. Bonnie Stewart reported that if this is passed there is interest from several people to serve on this commission. Stewart would like to do a press release to offer membership applications to others. This commission will focus on the public arts and public gathering spaces. With the establishment of an arts and culture commission, opportunities for grants is broadened and potential partnership with the Fosston Library Arts Center and Heritage Center for grants is also available. Dufault inquired what the financial obligation from the City would be. Stewart reported that at this time there is no financial obligation. A motion was made by Hoialmen, seconded by Anderson to adopt ordinance establishing an arts and culture commission. Motion carried by unanimous vote.
Member Dufault introduced the following resolution and moved its adoption:

	RESOLVED, that the City of Fosston enter into an Agreement with the State of Minnesota, Department of Transportation, to provide transportation service in the City of Fosston.

	FURTHER RESOLVED, that the City of Fosston agrees to provide fifteen (15) percent of the total operating costs from local funds and twenty (20) percent of the total capital costs.

	FURTHER RESOLVED, that authorization to execute the aforementioned Agreement and any amendments thereto is hereby given to the Mayor and the City Administrator.

	FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Mayor and the City Administrator are hereby authorized to execute requests for reimbursement from the Minnesota Department of Transportation.

The motion for the foregoing resolution was duly seconded by member Hoailmen and upon vote being taken thereon the following voted in favor thereof: Dufault, Hoialmen, Anderson, Veum, and Offerdahl.
